The minutes for the September 22, 2015 meeting were presented for approval. After some discussion and assuring there were no changes to be made, a motion was made by Norman Burton to approve the minutes as presented. The motion was seconded by Linda Pickelsimer

Treasurer Linda Pickelsimer presented the September financials for approval. Mrs. Pickelsimer stated there was a gain in the water department of $8,769.64 and a year to date gain of $50,798.86. The sewer department had a gain of $3,259.51 for the month and a year to date loss of -$3,570.65. The combined total of both departments for the month was a gain of $12,029.15 and a year to date gain of $47,228.21. After some discussion, Linda Pickelsimer made a motion to approve the financials as presented. Ken Blair seconded the motion.

Chairman Ken Blair turned the meeting over to Mayor Tammy Crane. Mayor Crane expressed concerns about the lease agreement between the Town of Cedar Bluff and The Utilities Board of the Town of Cedar Bluff allowing the Town to use a portion of the Lagoon property located at 3700 Boundary Ave for storage of Garbage trucks and cans. The current contract states the Town will pay to the Utility Board a sum of $1.00 per month. Mayor Crane was under the impression the contract had became null and void since moving the Utility Shop from the towns building. Chairman Blair asked that this discussion be tabled until all board members were present. 
Office Manager Marie Kelly presented the board with the 2016 Holiday Calendar for approval. After some discussion a motion was made by Ken Blair and seconded by Linda Pickelsimer approving the calendar as presented.

In the managers report, Manager Jeff Harrell handed the board a printout of work performed for the month of September. Mr. Harrell stated that the 3 Phase Air Compressor advertised on Craig's List had been sold for $2,000.00. Manager Harrell then asked the board to consider hiring temporary employee Chase Wilson as a full time employee, stating that current employees are aging and some in need of surgery.  After some discussion it was decided to table the discussion until a later date.
Office Manager Marie Kelly gave the board the registration form for the Annual Trunk or Treat in the Park for consideration. The Cedar Bluff Police Department holds the event yearly. After some discussion, a motion was made by Ken Blair and seconded by Linda Pickelsimer, authorizing the purchase of $125.00 worth of candy to be given out at the event
