Treasurer Linda Pickelsimer presented the April financials for approval. Payment must be by Cashiers Check in the amount of $4,166.66 and is due the first of each month there after for 11 months. The amount of the settlement is $50,000.00. She then made a motion to authorize the monthly payments be from the Consent Order Reserve Fund in the Allocations Account until the total amount of $39,607.15 was depleted. Manager Harrell then told the board that one of the school buses had run over a fire hydrant on Summer Place Rd. He stated this was the 3rd time. He informed the board that he was going to put concrete poles around the hydrant to prevent further incidents. At this time Vice Chairman Norman Burton made a motion to send the Board of Education a bill for the repairs. The motion was seconded by Billie Burkhalter
